· Lisa and Monica are thinking of making fliers to pass out with details on the event and directions on how to get there.
· Potential carpool opportunities to save on gas and parking.
· Online forum for IS students to talk to each other
· Ian and Lisa would like to create some sort of online forum for people within each year to communicate with each other.  This is something different from the listservs, but a forum for students to get to know each other.
· MIT Lab Volunteer
· Alison held the MIT lab volunteer orientation session.  
· Extended hours will be until 6PM Mon-Fri starting Monday, April 12.  
· We currently only have four volunteers (three from SGB - Alison, Tammi, and Becca) and we welcome more volunteers to pick up shifts.

· Summer Electives Panel
· Alison will be contacting adjunct faculty about the possibility of a Summer Electives Panel.  
· There are six electives being offered this summer.
· Portfolio/Thesis Town Hall (optional)
· An idea suggested by Shelly and Tammi where graduates of the program can come in and talk about their experiences with the portfolio or thesis process.  
· PPC Curriculum Retreat
· Alison and Heather L. will be attending the retreat on April 30th.
· Monthly Faculty Meeting
· Next faculty meeting is April 15th.  Tammi is going to try to attend the meeting but will love any other SGB representatives to attend as well.  
· Commencement Speaker
· Every year SGB forms a panel to "audition" speakers for commencement.  
· We came up with an option where instead of having a whole audition process we would send out the information to the IS community (via listservs) and graduating students can submit a written 5-7 minute commencement speech to SGB.
· We can post the potential (anonymous) speeches on the SGB website and embed a poll where the IS student body can vote for the best commencement speech.
In the past SGB has formed an actual panel and asked students to come and audition their speeches.  There is a form with a list of criteria the panel would refer to and then vote for who they feel is the best commencement speech/speaker.
